Recipe of the month from the KLC kitchen staff:

Banana Nut Bread (1 loaf)

Combine:

2 cups flour

1 cup brown sugar
1 teaspoon soda

Add: (mix well)

1 cup oil

1 teaspoon vanilla
2 eggs

3 bananas (mashed)
1 cup chopped nuts

Spray pan lightly with baking spray and bake in preheated oven @ 325 degrees for
45-60 minutes (time may vary with different ovens)
